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Audio Tour Added to Chicago Model City Exhibition

The audio tour consists of 23 different audio tracks that coordinate with stopping points along the popular Chicago Model City exhibition.  The exhibition is open daily and includes a highly detailed scale model of Chicago, spanning four square miles from Lake Michigan to Halsted and from Oak Street to 16th Street. 

The audio tours elaborate on topics such as the making of the model, the introduction of public transportation, and even how Chicago’s streets got their names. The tour also highlights specific neighborhoods, discussing urban renewal and the future of Chicago as a city.

“The audio tour is a fun, surprising way to explore this exhibition,” said, Katharine Keleman, Chicago Architecture Foundation Associate Curator. “It gives visitors a chance to discover the people and plans that have shaped Chicago as well as giving them some behind-the-scenes insight into the stories in Chicago Model City,"
