· Includes first and only large-scale city model fabricated out of plastic resin with this technology: rapid prototyping manufacturing process called stereolithography. 

· Accurate up-to-date model includes Modern Wing, Nichols Bridge.
· Made in Chicago.
· Covers 4 square miles from the lake to Halsted on the west; Oak Street to 16th Street on the south..

· 400 blocks; 1000 buildings.
· Permanent legacy of Burnham centennial.  Model a part of bigger, newer Chicago Architecture Foundation.
· Lighting changes from sunrise to sunset every 15 minutes.
